Plenary presentations, 8 new research fellows: PROJECT PRESENTATIONS 
As a part of the compulsory programme, we request this year’s new research fellows to give a 
plenary presentation of their artistic project based on the project description submitted on their 
acceptance to the fellowship programme. These presentations will last maximum 20 minutes, 
followed by a 15-minute plenary discussion. Seminar participants are encouraged to ask questions 
and provide feedback on the various projects. (Please note that English is the working language at 
all research fellow seminars and meetings.) 
 
 
 
Interdisciplinary group sessions, 8 second year research fellows: CHALLENGES  
As a part of the compulsory programme, 2nd year research fellows present in groups a description 
of a key challenge he or she is facing in connection with developing his or her project (for up to 30 
minutes’ duration). The research fellow’s presentation forms the basis for the subsequent group 
discussion (of approx. 30 minutes’ duration). The groups will be put together on an interdisciplinary 
basis. The research fellow’s main supervisor will take part in the group. (Please note that English is 
the working language at all research fellow seminars and meetings.) 
 
 
 
How do you get to Voksenåsen?  
Arrival by air/train: 
From Gardermoen Airport take the airport express train to Oslo central station (15 min). From Oslo 
you can either take the underground (number 1, Frognerseteren) to the last but one stop 
(Voksenkollen – 30 min), followed by a ten minutes walk to Voksenåsen. You might also take a taxi 
directly to Voksenåsen.
